5. Sending persons into the world 
to live lovingly and justly as 
servants of Christ by healing 
the sick, feeding the hungry, 
caring for the stranger. 

  

6. Freeing the oppressed, and 
working to have social struc-
tures consistent with the gos-
pel. 

  

7. Continuing the mission of 
seeking,  welcoming and gath-
ering persons into the commu-
nity of the body of Christ.
